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[image: image3.wmf]Threshold is an ambitious new media art project, creating an international centre of excellence for a new generation of public art in Perth.  The half million pound project is being developed for Perth Concert Hall at Horsecross, which opens in September 2005.  Threshold will add a layer of interactive technology to the foyer and other areas of the building, making Perth Concert Hall a ‘smart building’ on a par with only a handful of other venues in Europe.  

The heart of the project is the creation of the Threshold Framework, a new kind of multi-channel digital canvas for displaying digital artworks. This ‘canvas’ will include the Threshold Wave, a bank of over 20 plasma screens; the Threshold Stage, a large interactive wall projection area and the Threshold Welcome, the Perth Concert Hall entry box.

An intelligent control system will connect all these together. This control system will choose different types of audio-visual content based on the time of day or the type of events happening in the concert hall at the time. In addition, the building will be wired with a system of sensors. Using these, it will be possible for visual imagery to morph and change depending on the number of people in the building, the ambient noise level in the foyer or even the colours of the clothes people are wearing. Imagery will also be able to travel from one place in the building to another in real-time.
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Who will create the work for Threshold?

The creation of the audio-visual artworks for Threshold will be overseen by Iliyana Nedkova, New Media Creative Director at Horsecross, Richard Ashrowan, Threshold Lead Artist and Alexander Hamilton, Threshold Project Manager. From April 2005 we will begin developing the audio-visual material for the Threshold Project. This will involve the commissioning of a number of professional artists to create specific new media public artworks, alongside working very closely with local community groups, schools and colleges to help them develop audio-visual material that can be exhibited on the Threshold framework.
